Initial Oral Presentation (10%)

The initial oral presentations will last 15 minutes (10 minutes presentation/5 minutes question period) and focus on an introduction to the research topic, stated hypothesis/aims to be tested, a brief detailing of the methods to be used, and expected results. It is not necessary to include any experimental results (many of you will not have any yet) but some may be included if students wish. Keep in mind that most of your audience will not be familiar with your research topic so it must be presented in a manner that can be understood by a group of people with diverse backgrounds. Students are strongly encouraged to attend all the talks and to ask questions.
Although individual research projects vary, as a general rule, it is difficult to present more than 1 slide/minute; therefore, students should be aiming to have roughly 8-10 slides in their talk. Students should seek advice from their supervisors on the content, slide layout, and presentation style. 
Students should load their powerpoint presentations on the computer in the Physiology library in the hour before the first presentation of the day. Bring a copy of your presentation on CD or memory stick to upload on the computer. 
You will be graded on:

Content (background knowledge, rationale, hypothesis, objectives, methods) – 60%
Organization (clarity, pacing, use of language, quality of visual aids) – 20%
Response to questions – 20%
Initial Written Report (15%)

The written report should be handed in to the Departmental office by 4:00 pm of the due date. You should ask your supervisors for their advice on preparing the outline of this report but their editorial input should be minimal. 10%/day will be deducted for late submissions.
The format for this report will follow the style of a manuscript being prepared for submission to the Canadian Journal of Physiology and Pharmacology (CJPP). Refer to the CJPP “Instructions to Authors”  pdf  for details.
For this interim report you will only be responsible for submitting the Introduction and Methods sections, which also includes a partial Reference section with relevant citations. With regards to length, neither the Introduction nor Methods should exceed five (5) double-spaced pages. However, the Methods for some projects may exceed this length if necessary. The total number of references used for the final report will typically be less than 30 so please keep this in mind when preparing the interim report. Between 10 and 15 references for the Introduction and Methods is reasonable but again, some project may require more.
